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Ryoma and Katsu talked for a long time. Katsu spoke of Japan's need for a stronger navy（海軍）. "But we still have much to learn. We cannot risk war（戦争となる危険をおかす） now. For the time being（当面） we must tolerate（耐える） the foreign presence（外国人がいること）."

 Ryoma was reminded of（思い出された） Kawada Shoryo's words. He was impressed（感服）, too, by Katsu's knowledge（知識）, and he bowed（頭を下げ） and said, "__t me learn from you." Katsu agreed, and, with the shogunate's support（幕府の支持）, they founded（設立した） a naval training school in Kobe.

 _______le（一方）, Choshu was in ____ble. Fighting had broken out with the foreign powers（列強）, and the shogunate had ordered an army to punish Choshu（長州征伐）. To add insult to injury（さらに悪いことに）, the leader of the army was Saigo Takamori, one of the leaders of Satsuma.
 "Japan cannot move ahead（前へ動く） so ___g as Satsuma and Choshu are enemies," Ryoma said.

 "You must speak with Saigo," Katsu said.

 Ryoma met with Saigo. They took a liking to each other, but Saigo remained vague（あいまいなまま） about a _____ble alliance with Choshu（薩長同盟）. Disappointed（落胆して）, Ryoma returned to Katsu, ___y to find that the school was being shut down. The school had accepted students from all backgrounds, and the shogunate accused it of sheltering rebels（反逆者をかくまっていると責めた）.

 Ryoma went into hiding（隠れた）. Again he tried to persuade（説得） Saigo to meet with Choshu leaders, particularly（特に） Katsura Kogoro. Saigo agreed. Ryoma then went to Katsura. He explained the importance of an alliance for the future of Japan. "Put aside your _______nces. Meet with Saigo," Ryoma said. "He is on his way now." And Saigo was __ his way.

 Katsura and Ryoma waited, but he did not come. At the last minute, he had been called away to Kyoto. Ryoma rushed to the capital（首都 = Kyoto）.

 Katsura ___ said an alliance was possible only if Choshu could buy arms（武器） through Satsuma. Choshu was badly in need of weapons, and trade（貿易） between Satsuma and the foreign powers was thriving（栄える）.

 Saigo agreed. Arms were traded through the Kameyama Shachu, whose members were ____er students of the naval school in Kobe. But Satsuma and Choshu would still not sign an alliance. Pride stopped either side（どちらの側も） from making the first move. Neither side wanted to be seen as the weaker side. But speed was of the essence（大切）. Ryoma knew this.                 [To be continued]
